GENERAL DESCRIPTION
A liquid rinse additive specifically formulated for use in cabinet glasswashing machines.  It is easily mixed and controlled to the correct strength.  It is safe to use, giving no adverse effects on equipment or glass decoration.  Being very tolerant to hard water it helps to eliminate spotting, it reduces build up on glass surface and minimises problems with head retention, lacing and gas break out.

PHYSICAL CHARACTERISTICS

PRODRI ‘W’ is a clear, blue, low viscosity liquid based on a monomolecular, non-ionic detergent solubilised in an iso-propyl alcohol and water solvent.  The cloud point allows relatively low rinse temperatures to be used whilst minimising the absorption of the surfactant onto the surface of the glass.  The pH is reduced with citric acid and non-hazardous threshold agents.

APPLICATION

PRODRI ‘W’ promotes the rapid drying of glassware by causing the rinse water to be repelled from the surface of the washed glasses and allowing the latent heat to complete the progress.
It should always be used in conjunction with a rinse injector, either built into the glasswasher of supplied separately.

Use rate in the range 0.3 to 0.5 mls per litre of rinse water (0.03% - 0.05% v/v), according to operational conditions.

The concentrations required will depend on the application and processing conditions encountered.  Firm recommendations are best made by PROTON after assessment of the individual conditions and application requirements.
